The June 22nd general meeting was held at IHOP in San Luis Obispo.

The meeting began with a request for members to submit information 

to Ariane to be included in the Ringside News and Happenings sec-

tions of the newsletters.  Pictures too! The "L" Program was also dis-

cussed. The Breed Show portion of the June show was a hot 

topic.  Although it was well received, it cost a lot due to it being an 

additional day. It went $1200 in the red. It was determined that it 

would take more than 20 horses in the breed show to break even. That 

is about double the entries we had. There was also discussion of the 

Materiale classes. These are a great way to get young horses some 

show ring experience. Horses go in as a group with others of their age 

and are judged according to their potential, mistakes not being 

counted. There was talk of getting more word of mouth out about 

classes like these in order to help fill them up. It was unclear as to 

whether or not the Materiale classes need a breed show judge.  Bar-

bara Richardson, the breed show judge, praised our horses, our show 

and the Gilmore's facility. There was an idea to send information to 

the various breed organizations to get them to pass the word on to 

their members.  CDS did make a profit on the food portion of the June 

show. We paid $780 to the catering company "Its a Wrapò and netted 

$1900.00. 

 
The Schwartz's video of the 1968 and 1976 Olympics have been put 

on DVD. It was decided to make 2 more copies, 1 to keep on file, 1 to 

donate to the Central Office. This DVD is going to be shown at our 

next meeting in August.  Ann Spencer had an idea to take volunteer 

names from all our shows and have a drawing for gift cards. It will 

cost $150 per year to buy fifteen $10 gift cards to Starbucks.  This 

motion passed! 

 

There was a round table discussion of the idea of having a "show prep 

clinic" or "competition clinic". These are quite popular in some other 

chapters as a way to help get ready for shows. Evelyn Major offered 

her facility.  There was an idea for board members picture and bio to 

be on our website.  

 

Ellen asked if SLO chapter was interested in hosting RAAC for 2011. 

The answer was a resounding yes. Our September show at the Gil-

more's will count towards qualifying for RAAC 2011, and towards 

2010 Annual Show. This years RAAC is being held in Santa Barbara. 

The next show coming up is July 11 at LOVE Farm. Some volunteers 

are still needed. This show is DASC rated. Tracey resigned as spon-

sorship coordinator. We need a new volunteer for this position! We 

need sponsorships for next year's shows. The meeting ended with the 

unveiling of the new SLO chapter hats. They are a lovely taupe color 

with our logo in navy blue. Many hats were sold at the meeting for a 

very reasonable $10 each.
